 Data Formats
– Maintain original formats: support current use

– Generate sustainable formats (e.g. TEI)
 Metadata

– Maintain original metadata (if XML)

– Formalize metadata by way of CMDI + ISOcat
 Persistent Identifiers

– PIDs for Metadata

MKHZ: Problems and Solutions
 Encoding Issues

– Filenames (diacritics, whitespace)

– Normalization of filenames

 Granularity

– Pages → (n:1) → Transcriptions → (n:1) → Journal

– Collate into individual Issues

 TUSTEP Markup

– Rulebased Cleansing and Extraction

 Missing formal meta data

 Manual Extraction from Documentation

 Automatic Extraction of dc:title, dc:date, ... from filenames and

– Beyond part-of (e.g. versioning)

– Ranking in VLO 

 Unnecessary Heterogeneity within IDS
– Written vs. Spoken Resources

 Complex Framework for External Dataproviders
– Suggest Profiles (DC-oriented)

– Experiment with low tech SIPs (e.g. metadata as
